Important Notice:

A Couple of issues have been highlighted recently concerning etiquette on the shooting fields.  

× Trap,  Skeet and 5 Stand - When you complete a round and there are people in cue you must 

relinquish the field when your current round is finished and then rotate your group back 

onto the field after they have completed their round.  

× Sporting Clays ï When a group is shooting on a station and you pull up, keep your distance 

and let them finish out before entering the shooting area. Similar to golf, you would not pull 

up next to the tee area until the people have finished teeing off.

Tip of the Month 

We get asked a lot about which ammo to purchase. The first question I will address is shot size. 

Number 9ôs are used for close targets such as skeet. So, I would recommend #9ôs for the 20-25 

yard range targets. The size of the shot is smaller and provides a very dense pattern. For 

intermediate length targets like 16 yard Trap or the 25 ï 35 yard range, I would recommend 

#8ôs. The shot is larger and slightly heavier than #9ôs and will carry a little farther. The 

tradeoff is fewer lead pellets and a slightly less dense pattern. Finally, for longer range targets 

like Trap Handicap or targets over 35 yards away I would recommend #7.5ôs. They are the 

largest lead target pellet allowed and the heaviest. The will carry the furthest and will have the 

greatest potential to break or chip a target if only hit by one or a couple of pellets. Again the 

tradeoff is fewer pellets and less density in the pattern. Now all of this is subject to personal 

preference and if you are dead on the target they will all break it. On the Sporting clays course 

due to the variation in the lengths of the target presentations some people will carry all three 

sizes and use them based on the distance of the target. That is why there are so many pockets on 

a shooting vest, so you can carry different types of ammo. At the same time you will have people 

who will only shoot #7.5 shot because they donôt want the distraction of which ammo they have 

to have for each shot.
